JANUARY MEETING MINUTES 

 
Administrative   Many thanks to Chief 
BonnaVilla and Deb McDowell for the great 
plant tour.  Thanks also to the Aurora 
Chamber of Commerce for providing a 
meeting room.  After a brief meeting, primarily 
to discuss legislative matters, the group 
traveled to the Chief BonnaVilla plant.  
 
Education  The BonnaVilla plant tour was 
held during this portion of the meeting.  
 
Legislative/Regulatory   The group reviewed 
a list of pending legislation and decided on 
positions to be taken on two of the bills.  LB 
822, introduced by Senator Preister, would 
require the EQC to take “environmental 
justice” into account in its decisions.  The 
group decided that testimony should be 
presented in opposition to this bill because 
existing laws already require the EQC to 
observe economic and social considerations.  
We also discussed LB 449, which would 
impose fees on air construction permit 
applicants.  Michelle Chang, John Hartwell 
and Steve Leutbecher volunteered to work on 
this bill.  Suggestions were made that the fees 
should not be due until the permit is issued, 
that permits should be issued by a guaranteed 
dated (e.g. 3 months from the date of 
application) and that the fees should be 
reduced if permit issuance was unnecessarily 
delayed. 
 
News  The annual Safety, Health and 
Environmental Conference will be held on 
April 20 & 21 at the Cornhusker in Lincoln.
